BOARD POLICY

CHAPTER 1  -  GENERAL PROVISIONS

ARTICLE A  -  MISCELLANEOUS

Section  1

For the purpose of this and following ordinances the water district shall be known as “HAPPY CAMP COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT” and referred to as “DISTRICT”.   G.C. 61012

Section  2  -  Words and Phrases
For the purpose of this amendment, all words used herein in the present tense shall include the future; all words in the plural number shall include the singular number;  and all words in the singular number shall include the plural number.

Section  3  -  Water System
The District will furnish a system, plant works and undertaking used for and useful in obtaining, conserving and disposing of water for public and private uses, including all parts of the system, and all appurtenances to it, and land, easements, rights in land, water rights, contract rights, franchises, and other water supply, storage and distribution facilities and equipment.

Section  4  -  Definitions
1. Board means the Board of Directors

2. Connection means the pipeline and appurtenant facilities such as the curb stop, meter and meter box, all used to extend water service from a main to premises, the laying thereof and the tapping of the main.  Where services are divided at the curb or property line to serve several customers, each such branch service shall be deemed a separate service.

3. Owner means the person owning the fee, or the person in whose name the legal title to the property appears, by deed duly recorded in the County Recorder’s Office, or the person in possession of the property or building under claim of, or exercising sets of ownership over same for himself, or as executor, administration, guardian or trustee of the owner.

4. Regular Water Service means water service and facilities rendered for normal domestic, commercial and industrial purposes on a permanent basis, and the water available therefore.

5. Temporary Water Service means water service and facilities rendered for construction work and other uses of limited duration and the water available therefore.

6. Cost means the cost of labor, material, transportation, supervision, engineering, and all other necessary overhead expenses.
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7. Cross-Connection means any physical connection between the piping system from the District service and that of any other water supply that is not, or cannot be approved as safe and potable for human consumption, whereby water from the unapproved source may be forced or drawn into the District distribution mains.

8. Main means a water line in a street, highway, alley or easement used for public and private fire protection and for general distribution of water.

9. Person means an individual or a company, association, co-partnership, or public or private corporation.

10. Premises means a lot or parcel of real property under one ownership, except where there are well defined boundaries preventing the common use of the property by the several tenants, in which case each portion shall be deemed a separate premises.

11. Private Fire Protection Service means water services and facilities for building sprinkler systems, hydrants, hose reels and other facilities installed on private property for fire protection and the water available thereto

12. Public Fire Protection Service means water service and facilities of the entire water supply, storage and distribution system of the District, including the fire hydrants affixed thereto, and the water available for fire protection, exception house service connection and appurtenances thereto.

13. Policies means written rules passed by the Board in the form of ordinances, resolutions, amendments, or motions.

14. Seal means an official seal which shall be adopted for said Community Services District to consist of an impression made with a seal press, the inscription for which shall be the following: “HAPPY CAMP COMMUNITY SERVICES DISTRICT, SISKIYOU COUNTY, CALIFORNIA, FORMED APRIL 26, 1977                       G.C. 61618

Section  5  -  Office Material and Equipment

District equipment and material shall be used only by District Personnel in carrying out the functions and business of the District.  District Personnel means the Manager and staff only.
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Section  6  -  Line and Staff Chart
The Happy Camp Community Services District Board of Directors establishes the following line and staff chart:

Section  7  -  Copy Machine Charges
A charge of ten (10) cents per copy of materials not related to the District shall be assessed to the public for the use of the copy machine.
